Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology to enhance the lives of individuals who are deaf or hard of hearing - whether it is at home, at school, at work or at play and for all ages.

 Education
( Early Childhood
Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology for children who are pre-Kindergarten. These videos can relate the perspective of the child's experience, the teacher's or the family's.

( Elementary School
Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology for children in an Elementary School environment or at this age level. These videos can relate the perspective of the child's experience, the teacher's or the family's.

( Middle School
Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology for children in a Middle School environment or at this age level. These videos can relate the perspective of the child's experience, the teacher's or the family's.

( High School
Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology for children in a High School environment or at this age level. These videos can relate the perspective of the child's experience, the teacher's or the family's.

( Post Secondary School
Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology for young adults in a Post Secondary School environment or at this age level. These videos can relate the perspective of the child's experience, the teacher's or the family's.

( Physical Access/Mobility
Videos in this category should demonstrate the use of assistive technology providing access to computers for individuals with physical impairments - whether it is at home, at school, at work or at play and for all ages.

Video Length: 
Videos can vary in length from 30 seconds up to 5 minutes.

Topic:
Videos can include any type of assistive technology usage. 

Permissions:
Ensure that you have obtained permission to post if your video includes individuals other than yourself. 

Eligibility:
The contest is open to anyone with the exception of any individuals employed by AT companies.  Individuals from AT companies are encouraged to post videos on the ATIA YouTube site but are not eligible to submit a contest application form for a prize. 
Criteria:
Winners will be selected by “most viewed” data and other qualitative factors. Each category or sub-category must contain five (5) or more videos to be able to select prize winner/s.   

Winners:
The selection of winners will take place during September 2009. Winners will be notified by email by September 30, 2009.  Details of winners will be posted on the ATIA YouTube Contest web page and the ATIA YouTube Contest group site.  The Grand Prize Winning Video will be shown during the ATIA 2009 Chicago Conference.
