Assistive Technology Outcomes and Benefits Journal 

Suggested Sections for Scientific and Technical Manuscripts
The following outline is provided as an example of the sections that may be presented in an ATOB manuscript. Visit www.atia.org/atob to review the journal’s Editorial Policy and Guidelines for Authors.
Abstract – provide a 75- 150 word overview of the manuscript including the purpose and overall findings/conclusions.
Keywords – provide 3-4 keywords that best represent the focus of the proposed manuscript.

Introduction – it is suggested that the authors should start with an introductory section that establishes the context and provides background information on the work presented in the manuscript. In this section, the authors are encouraged to review the current situation and/or state of the practice in the field, and also connect their work to the ATOB volume’s focus area. The logical introduction of the context in this section should lead to the purpose statement of the paper.
Target Audience and Relevance – following an introduction, the authors are asked to provide a short description of the article’s target audience as well as the article’s relevance to that audience. Authors may describe their work as it relates to more than one audience, specifying the value that each group may derive from the work. Be specific in identifying the target audience and be descriptive in suggesting the relevance of your work to the readers.
Literature Review (if applicable) – this section is optional and should include the review of existing research, policies, as well as theoretical frameworks that support the focus of the proposed manuscript. The literature review section may be used to justify the need for the proposed publication. It may also be incorporated into the Introduction section above.
Main Body – the main body of the manuscript may include review of policies and comprehensive literature reviews related to evolving AT solutions; description of case studies using specific technology; discussion of various historic and practical perspectives; review of currently available AT and its advantages and limitations; discussion of promising developments that can be expected in the marketplace and in practice over the next decade; as well as method and results sections of a research study investigating the use of evolving AT solutions. In articles that focus on the use of AT by a specific population (e.g., individuals with intellectual disability), the authors are encouraged to describe the users’ characteristics and profiles (e.g., ability/functioning levels, areas of need, attributes, experiences, etc.) rather than relying on the disability label. 
Outcomes and Benefits – each manuscript should provide a separate section focused on the discussion related to outcomes and benefits of the AT devices/services addressed in the article.
Discussion/Conclusion – this section of the manuscript should provide a thoughtful and analytical discussion of overall findings/conclusions as well as implications for practice (if applicable).
References – All cited sources must be listed in a reference section, which should be formatted according to the 6th edition Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association.
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
